Health and Physical Education
We offer weekday gymnastics, dance, 
basketball, karate and youth sports classes 
for preschool through school-age children.

Neulander Family Sports &  
Fitness Center
Our state-of-the-art fitness complex includes 
a weight room, dance and aerobics studio, 
spinning/TRX group exercise instruction room 
and the Schayes Family Gymnasium featuring 
an indoor running/walking track. The facility 
is open seven days a week and offers weight/
cardio training, over 50 group exercise classes 
per week, open gym and pick-up basketball 
for members, pickleball, family gym for 
toddlers through school-age children and 
gym rentals to outside organizations. Also 
offered onsite is personal training, massage 
and nutritional counseling.

Senior Adult Services
The JCC’s Bobbi Epstein Lewis Senior Adult 
Dining Program offers individuals age 60 
and over an affordable kosher lunch onsite 
five days a week. Other offerings for seniors 
include activities for socialization, fitness, 
entertainment and education such as live 
entertainment, classes, bridge, bingo, mah 
jongg and the Neighborhood Advisor Program.

Summer Day Camps
The JCC’s summer camps serve over 450 
children—from infants to age 15—each 
summer. Specialists instruct in swimming 
lessons, sports, art, Israeli culture and more. 
A variety of off-site and on-site programs 
are offered including horseback riding, 
fishing, sports, wilderness survival, field trips, 
rocketry and more. The JCC’s Yachad Program 
integrates inclusion services and provides 
support for children with special needs so they 
can enjoy the summer camp experience.

Teen Programs
Programming for teens in grades 7-12 focuses 
on education, volunteerism, recreation and 
entertainment. Each year the JCC’s summer 
camps sport many new faces in the teen Camp 
Aides and Counselors in Training programs. 
The SyraCruisin’ travel camp for teens entering 
grades 7–10 offers exciting excursions which 
encourage social and cultural awareness, 
community service and team building.
